Dear Members and Friends of The Metropolitan Museum of Art, 

For decades, the glamorous women of New York have elevated style to the level of high 
art. From the trendsetters who’ve populated international best-dressed lists—including 
Jacqueline Kennedy Onassis, Carolina Herrera, and Diane von Fürstenberg—to the chic 
legions of fashionistas who make, mediate, and market the art of style, iconic New York 
women have opened the world’s eyes to bold new ways of dressing. As a fashion histo-
rian, I am excited for you to join me in New York this June, as we explore these women’s 
style legacy. We will have unmatched access to thought-provoking museum exhibitions, 
revered fashion collections, high-end department stores, and the ateliers of New York’s 
most acclaimed designers.

Last November, travelers joined me at The Met for the first half of The Costume Institute’s 
groundbreaking two-part series exploring American fashion. For our program this June, 
we will enjoy curator-led access to the blockbuster part two, In America: An Anthology 
of Fashion. Staged in The American Wing’s iconic period rooms, fashions from the 18th 
century to the present will be displayed in all their complex historical contexts. We will 
go behind the scenes to explore the development of unique, three-dimensional “freeze 
frames” contributed by America’s most notable filmmakers, who will investigate  
intersections of fashion and American identity through the fashion on exhibition.  

In another wonderful highlight, the creative director at Carolina Herrera will offer us an 
inside look at the legendary designer’s luxury brand and impeccable clothes. The Fashion 
Institute of Technology (FIT) will privately open a century of fashion illustration archives 
for our perusal, and the Museum of Arts and Design (MAD) will delight us with special 
access to their new exhibition, the first-ever global survey of fashion as a vehicle for visual 
art. Bergdorf Goodman and Ralph Lauren will invite us to explore their famed New York 
women’s flagship stores in private. At the Ralph Lauren store, we will enjoy special access 
to key historical pieces in their archives, charting 50 years of the brand’s effortlessly  
elegant American aesthetic. 

Several delightful surprises will further enrich this program. I hope you join me to uncover 
the style secrets of America’s fashion capital.
